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Nineteenth Annual Croatian American Association’s Days on the Hill

The Croatian American Association (CAA) is holding its Nineteenth (19th) Annual Days on the Hill in Washington, D.C. on April 15-16, 2008. The CAA will continue to advocate on behalf of the following issues:

1. The CAA expresses gratitude to President Bush for urging NATO Members to invite Croatia into the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), which occurred at the Bucharest Summit a few weeks ago. The invitation to join NATO confirms that Croatia’s strategic position and tradition of values will contribute to a Europe whole and free. The CAA will engage with the U.S. Senate to ensure that the NATO expansion treaty is ratified. 

2. The CAA continues to closely monitor the trials currently underway at the International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY). We are especially vigilant of the trials against Gotovina, Cermak, and Markac. The CAA continues to provide maximum support to all the accused and their defense teams.
3. The CAA supports constitutional changes in Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH) that will create the preconditions for admission to European and North Atlantic integration. The current two-entity system is unsustainable and ill equipped for these purposes. A revised, modern constitution that represents all constituencies in BiH will lead to economic development and overcome the current divisiveness. We strongly support the recently signed Mostar Declaration and hope the European Union (EU) will sign a Stabilization and Association Agreement (SAA) with BiH as scheduled on April 28, 2008.
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
